e Students are expected to attend school in full school uniform.
The examinations will take place in full accordance with GCSE regulations and
conditions and will be invigilated by our team of external exam invigilators.
Students have received briefings on malpractice (“cheating”), which includes
any verbal and non-verbal communication between students in the exam hall,
and the consequences of this, which can include the loss of the qualification.

e Toilet breaks during the exams will be limited; therefore, students must go to the
toilet before an exam begins. This is to maximise the time that students spend

completing their exam, and minimise the disruption to other candidates through Hea
exiting/entering the hall.
